MEMBER EXHIBIT RULES, p. 2

An artist member can submit 

up to 3 paintings in the exhibit. 

One of these will be in the 

theme - “Serenity.” If you do not 

wish to participate in the theme 

competition, you can then submit 

two pieces of art in the general 

category. 

Rules for Exhibited Work 
All work must be suitably 

mounted or framed and ready to 

hang. Eyelets and wire must be 

securely attached to frames by 

the artist. Wet art works will not be 

accepted. No sawtooth hangers. 

Art works that are loose in the 

frame, loose in the mat under 

glass, or with frames open and 

loose at the corners cannot be 

exhibited. 

Art works must be titled, priced, 

or marked “Not for Sale” - we will 

need a monetary amount given to 

the piece for insurance purposes.
Entries for exhibition must be the 

artist’s own work in conception 

and execution. 

No work may be exhibited more 

than once, except when specified, 

and must have been completed 

within the last two years. 

Works may not be removed 

before the date specified on the 

announcement. 

The Guild reserves the right 

to exclude any artwork that is 

judged obscene or damaging 

to the Guild’s character and 

standards. 
Only Exhibiting Artist members 

in good standing (paid up dues) 

may exhibit their artwork in Guild 

sponsored exhibits and shows. 

Although care is taken with the 

art, the West Suburban Artists 

Guild is not responsible for any 

loss or damage to the artwork 

exhibited in any Guild sponsored 

exhibition or show. 

A 20% Commission is requested for any work sold through any 

Guild sponsored art exhibits, with 

the exception of Art in the Park 

where entry fees are paid.
